We would like to help you in
keeping an attractive and well-
maintained community. One of our
roles and responsibilities is to help
enforce the Covenants, Conditions
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and Restrictions in your Association
documents.

This is to help you focus on
maintaining your property and the
overall property value of your
investment.

We ask that all owners please
inspect the condition of your
mailbox/mailbox post. Please clean,
repair and repaint with black paint
where necessary. If it is necessary to
replace, please match the original
installation in size, height and color.

We have found that a high
percentage of the homes had a
noticeable amount of rust stains,
cither on the sidewalks, driveways
and fences or on the homes
themselves. There is obviously a lot
of iron in your well water supply.
Pressure cleaning works well for
mold and mildew but not for iron
stains.

Many of you have already
addressed these unsightly stains.
However, if you have not, please
inspect your property and correct
this situation as it affects the entire
community’s curb appeal and
property values.

There are many products on the
market that do an excellent job of
removing rust stains. One is “Rust
Aid Plus”, another is “Clear” and
another is “Sno Cap”.  These
products and others are available at
home improvement and hardware
stores. Depending on the amount of
build-up you have you may need to
treat it more than once. Please
follow the instructions on the label
to see which product is the best for
your needs.

The best application technique
seems to be when these products are

SIDENYT 6 a onh etddt Gtains using a

pump up sprayer. If the stain is on
your home, fence, utility box or
electrical pole please start by spraying
from the bottom and working up.
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If you prefer, you may want to
look into a more permanent solution.
This would involve adding a
filtration system with chemicals to
your existing irrigation system. We
also suggest that you adjust the
sprinkler heads to keep as much
water as possible off of the house,
driveway and sidewalk.
