OTHER FACTS.   
Now that Daylight Savings is here, we are 
allowed to water twice per week according to 
house numbers. St. John’s Water District 
has asked the Boards from the HOA’s to 
educate the population to this end. They 
have also said that non-compliance is 
unacceptable and fines can be imposed. 
Having dealt with The St. Johns folk in the 
past, this should be taken seriously.

Watering of lawns is to be done 
twice a week during DST and once a 
week during Eastern Standard Time. 
You may water your lawns on 
Thursday and Sunday if your address 
is an even number and Wednesday 
and Saturday if you have odd 
numbers. No irrigation between the 
hours of 8:00AM and 4:00PM.

Money has been spent 
conferring with our lawyer to ensure 
what was re-written was acceptable 
and legal. At the end of 2008 the job 
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was completed. The re-written 
covenants, an explanation of the 
changes and a ballot was included in 
your Election Packet . At the annual 
meeting, we had a brief discussion 
for the residents that were in 
attendance. If you wished to submit 
a ballot that evening it was permitted. 
It was placed in a sealed box. For 
those who wanted to study the issues 
longer, an envelope and stamp was 
provided, so they could mail their 
ballots to the Association. These 
mailed in ballots were then placed in 
the sealed ballot box. These will be 
opened after all ballots have been 
collected at an announced meeting. 
The problem that exists, lies in the 
fact that we MUST have 128 positive 
votes to make any changes. 
Discouraging!! However, we are 
determined to do our best to secure 
the votes by having a couple 
discussion meetings for questions 
and answers at the playground. The 
first meeting will be on Saturday on 
April 18th at 9:00PM. We will post a 
sign to remind you. Please put this 
on your calendar.  The second 
meeting, if necessary, will be 
determined later. AND as a last 
resort, we will canvas for the votes. 
If you no longer have your ballot you 
may get one from Elaine Bryson 
984-5198 or Ruthe Faust 727-3937.  
We will even give you an envelope 
and stamp   We have not changed 
the covenants, we only, have 
clarified, simplified and defined areas 
that were issues in the past. 
Therefore, we are encouraging you 
to cast your vote (actually, we are 
pleading )  So much work has gone 
into this project. Now with our 
community getting older, it is more 
important than ever to keep up the 
appeal of our community and keep it 
a desirable place to live. Our 
covenants help to insure this. We 
realize everyone is extremely busy,
