I was going through the annual Fall 
exercise of battery swapping for our 
smoke detectors and realized about

halfway through that the test button 
didn't function on a few of them. 
 After some investigation I learned 
that these devices have an expected 
life span of 10 years, and mine were 
about 2.5 years past that. 
 The devices in my house (a Holiday 
Homes model) were made by 
FIREX (Model 120-5388) which was 
apparently bought out by KIDDE a 
few years ago.  The FIREX lines are 
now out of production.  These 
detectors use AC power with a 9V 
battery backup and are 
interconnected to sound off 
simultaneously so they cannot be 
replaced by just any type of detector. 
It took some searching and phone 
calls to determine that the KIDDE 
i4618 is the replacement model but 
requires an adapter (KIDDE Model 
KA-F) due to wiring harness pin 
configuration differences. 
 Not meaning to promote one 
company over another, I bought my 
units from Westside Wholesalers 
(www.westsidewholesale.com) at 
$10.95 ea and the adapter for an 
additional $2.95. 
 The new KIDDE units have a nice 
advantage over the old FIREX 
design since the battery replacement 
is achieved through the face 
eliminating the need to remove the 
device from the ceiling to access the 
battery compartment in the rear.
