We offer a bulk item pick up which 
is large furniture items and 
appliances that need to be called in 
to schedule. This is included in the 
service and there is no additional 
charge for this service. After 
customer calls in the items for pick 
up we will create a ticket on the 
account and will have it picked up 
within 5 business days. There is no  
limit to bulk item pick up.  
...Also, up to  4 tires (rims 
removed) per year, will be collected 
within 5 business days. 
....Large piles of yard waste 
(4ftx4ft) must be called in and 
scheduled for pick up.4ftx4ft piles or 
larger require our claw truck to pick 
up and we require customers to call 
in to schedule. The time frame for 
the claw truck if not running behind 
is 5-7 business days.  
Please call to dispose of hazardous waste: 
Brevard County Landfill 
Hazardous Waste 321-255-4365 
....Regular Yard Waste is picked up 
once a week. Must be containerized 
(max 32-gal) or bundled. Max bundle 
4 ft long and 50 lbs. No yard waste 
will be picked up in bags. 
 
....Recycle is picked up once a week. 
Waste Management provides 1 
recycle bin per address. If delivery is 
needed customers must call in to 
place request and we will have 
delivered within 3 weeks.
