2) Pick-up for old appliances, hot 
 water tanks etc.   Jeff   at 514-
 9238   He will pick-up the same 
 day or within 48 Hrs. and happy 
 to do so. 
3) Last newsletter we had an article 
 about yard waste. These  were the 
 requirements Waste  Manage-
 ment established. We are  still 
 seeing violations. If you have a 
 large amount of yard waste you 
 need to contact W/M at 723-
 4455 and they will pick up in 5 to 
 10 days. They WILL NOT pick-
 up large amounts on Mondays, 
 the usual Yard Waste day,  so 
 YOU need to call and make these 
 arrangements. Do not wait for a 
 call from the BoDõs to remind 
 you. Please put this number in 
 your files.  
4) ARC applications must be  sub-
mitted for all exterior changes.  An 
ARC sign should be erected  to show 
that your project has  been approved 
.ARC applications  are no longer 
needed when  painting a house the 
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same color:   inform ARC that this 
project is   done. This is to update 
our files  used in the community.     
5) If you fish on the lakes----please 
 get the property owners permis-
 sion to be on  their property,  if it 
 isnõt yours. And It Is Catch And    
 Release.  Do not keep or kill the  
 fish. 
      6)  Please be  a considerate 
 neighbor. Treat others, as you 
 would like others to treat.you   
Be aware that parking a car directly 
across from a neighborõs driveway, 
may cause a problem for them or 
possibly, YOU.
